Charging with the Cine VCLX NM2 Charger

Charge this battery fully before using. Allow the battery to reach a steady green mode
before using. Charging is automatic. The following are the standard indications when
connected to the official VCLX 2 charger.

• Solid Yellow - Charging paused due to temperature.
• Solid Green - Fully Charged / Optimization Cycle Complete / Ready to use

1. The Anton/Bauer VCLX NM2 Charger features magnetic connectivity. Place the
Charger with the connection pointing upwards on one of the sides of the VCLX NM2.

2. Use the standard IEC Cable, which comes with the VCLX 2 charger, to plug it to a
mains outlet.

3. Use an official Anton/Bauer charging cable 8075-0339 or 8075-0343 to attach the
charger to the VCLX NM2.

4. The red-flashing Power-Button indicates the charging status. The top status bar on
the LCD Display will turn green and the display will cycle through the state of the
charge and the time to full.

5. The VCLX will be fully charge within ~5 hours. A fully charged battery will be stated
by a solid green Power-on button and you'll stop seeing the "Time to Full", only the
percentage.

Charging
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Guidelines for optimum performance and maximum life

1. Keep batteries cool or at room temperatures whenever possible. Sustained elevated
temperatures are the primary reason for premature failure of NiMH batteries:
a. Charging - Charge batteries at room temperature. In warm climates keep

chargers in air conditioned rooms that are maintained between 23 to 95°F (-5
to 35°C) for best performance.

b. In the Field - Do not leave batteries in a hot vehicle trunk or out in direct sunlight
unnecessarily.

c. Storage - It is best practice to store the VCLX NM2 in a fully charged state and in
a temperature controlled cool room with the power button off. It is good practice
to charge the NM2 every 7 days to ensure the VCLX NM2 is in optimum condition.

2. Use only an Anton/Bauer VCLX 2 charger cable and keep the battery on the charger
until just prior to being used.

3. Return battery to the charger as soon as possible after use, preferably within 24
hours.

4. Never leave a battery operated device unattended while it is running.
5. DO NOT LEAVE A BATTERY ATTACHED TO A CAMERA/CAMCORDER during transit or

storage. “Keep warm” circuitry in the camera can overdischarge the battery.
6. Routine use of a battery at discharge rates greater than the battery rating can reduce

overall service life.
7. Discharging the battery for diagnostic purposes should only be performed on an

occasional basis (once every 6-8 weeks at most). Unnecessary discharging only
detracts from overall life.

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How to setup WiFi
Use WiFi to upload reports to a FTP Server or to use the Anton/Bauer Fleet Management.
To use the Wifi Module in the VCLX NM2, you will need to create a config file which
contains your WiFi information, as well as FTP details for your report upload. Follow
these steps to generate the file and load into you VCLX NM2. You will need a Computer
and USB drive (Ensure the USB drive is formatted to use FAT32 file system) to complete
this procedure.

1. Start by enabling WiFi through the advanced settings menu (To access the advanced
settings menu, follow step 1 and 2 on the PIN Code Settings [19]) and select the
WiFi settings by using the up  and down  buttons, confirm the selection with the
enter button .

2. Use the up  or down  button to enable the the WiFi module. Confirm the
selection with the enter button 

3. Now turn off the VCLX NM2 by pressing the Power-on button.
4. Visit vclx.antonbauer.com and login using the following credentials.

• User: VCLXNM2
• Password: AntonBauer155

5. Now fill in your WiFi information and FTP Details and press "Generate File".

NOTE
Your Information will not be saved and all password details
are fully encrypted.

6. You will receive a vclx.ini file. Please place it onto the root folder of a USB drive.
7. Insert the USB drive into the USB Port of the VCLX NM2. Power on the battery until

the import process is complete. The Battery will try to login to your WiFi with the
provided information, and will show a status screen after the connection attempt is
complete. If the connection wasn't successful, then please repeat step 4 - 6 again.

8. To check the WiFi Status, navigate to the advanced settings menu (as in Step 1) and
navigate to the WiFi Info menu item by using the up  and down  buttons and
confirm the selection with the enter button 
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9. You will receive information about the SSID which the battery is connected to, as well
as the FTP Server info. The WiFi Info screens also shows the last Sync informations
and the current WiFi status. To go back to the advanced setting menu, press the back
button 
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Export Settings
You have the option to configure one VCLX NM2 and apply those same settings onto
other VCLX NM2 Batteries.

1. Before you can start, plug-in a a USB drive into the USB port of the VCLX NM2.
2. Navigate to the advanced settings menu (To access the advanced settings menu,

follow step 1 and 2 on the PIN Code Settings [19]) and select the "Export Settings"
menu item by using the up  and down  buttons, confirm the selection with the
enter button 

3. The export will start immediately and will show a success message when complete.

4. Now you can unplug your USB drive and use it to import the settings to other VCLX
NM2 Batteries. Simple turn off the other VCLX NM2 and startup again with the USB
drive plugged in, the import process will start automatically.
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Generate Reports
The VCLX NM2 can generate reports about the health status of the battery. You can save
a report on a USB drive or using Wifi. If you use the Wifi Settings [20] , a report will be
generated and uploaded to your FTP server. Note that Wifi is disabled by default and a
USB drive is required to configure the wifi settings. If the VCLX NM2 is not able to connect
to a network, the Wifi module will enter low power mode. This ensures that Wifi will save
battery life and not cause interference when used out on set.

Generate Report and save it on a USB Drive

1. Before you can start, plug-in a a USB drive into the USB port of the VCLX NM2
2. Navigate to the advanced settings menu (To access the advanced settings menu,

follow step 1 and 2 on the PIN Code Settings [19]) and select the "Reports" menu
item by using the up  and down  buttons, confirm the selection with the enter
button 

3. By using the up  and down  buttons you change the data type which should be
exported, define the number of weeks to be exported and the export destination.
Confirm your selection with then enter button .

4. Now navigate to the "Generate Now" button and confirm with the enter button .
And your report will be generated. A success message will appear as soon as the
upload is complete.

1. To enter the system info screen navigate to the advanced settings menu (To access
the advanced settings menu, follow step 1 and 2 on the PIN Code Settings [19])
and select the "Systems info" menu item by using the up  and down  buttons,
confirm the selection with the enter button .

View the current Firmware
When powering the VCLX NM2, the Firmware is displayed on the loading screen.
Alternative you can view the current Firmware in the basic menu.

1. To enter the Firmware info, press the settings button  on the home screen.
Navigate to "Firmware Info" and press the enter button .

2. You will see the current Firmware Part Number as well as the Revision.
3. To come back, simple press the back button .

Follow these steps to update the Firmware on the VCLX NM2. You will need a Computer
and USB drive (Ensure the USB drive is formatted to use FAT32 file system) to complete
this procedure.

1. Download the Firmware and Extract the contents of the zip file.
2. Copy and paste the contents of the zip file to the root directory of a USB flash drive.

3. Power OFF the VCLX NM2.
4. Insert the USB flash drive into the VCLX NM2.
5. Plug the charger into the VCLX NM2 and turn it on.
